The rstcategory, the standing groups, Includes
both local governments and various interest
groups such as the Farm Bureaus, environmental

organizations, and others.

The second category Is area residents who ex-
pressed an interest in serving as at large represen-
tatives. Following the study s public Kicko Meet-
Ing last summer, the IDOT Study Team received
more than 100 applications to serve on the CAG.

People who applied for the CAG were sorted by their particular interest topics, and
then those individuals met and selected their own representatives to become o cial

members of the CAG.
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
